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Ernest Ridgway: 
A great teacher can be transformational and can change outcomes for somebody. They can lift aspirations for young people working in a regional community. Sometimes those aspirations can be a little bit diminished, and we don't always see the same opportunities that metropolitan young people have. For myself as an educator, I just want to provide those aspirations and show how wide the world is and all the things that our students can get involved with and achieve if they can lift those aspirations.

Lifelong learning for me is about recognizing I'm never going to be perfect. I'm pursuing perfection in my craft, in my teaching, being part of this program. This year is about that lifelong learning. It's about being really critically reflective of my own practice, looking at it and thinking, ”What are the things I'm comfortable doing that maybe aren't the best?” 

 “What are the things I can improve on?” It's giving me that opportunity to experiment, to play, to make some good, high quality mistakes and to develop from that and hopefully to share that with my faculty too, with my colleagues as a coordinator to pass some of that on in their classrooms too.
