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Jordan Smith: 
I think a great teacher can have a really eye opening experience on young people.

If you can go in and have a teacher that challenges you and gets you to think about what you're learning and question what you're learning I think that's a really important thing about great teachers is they don't just come in and deliver content or skills, they actually ask or get you to ask questions about what you're learning and why you're learning it.

Lifelong learning for me is just that continual pursuit of being better and being more knowledgeable and being more open to new ideas and to be able to have discussions with different people from different walks of life.

I love listening to audiobooks and podcasts and reading new articles and being really at the forefront of learning myself so I can take that knowledge to the students that hasn't been published in the textbook, that hasn't been published on the Internet.

That does create debate and discussion in class.

Students also bring forth their learning stuff that isn't in the study design stuff that isn't something you're teaching them, that they can bring things across from outside of the classroom, and we can have discussions about it.

That's what lifelong learning is, and I hope to try and do in my classroom and to model that.[image: image3.png]
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
