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Marcel Pulo: 
Teachers are the single most important adult in children's lives, apart from their parents and other care is, of course, when you think about it, children are in the classroom for the majority of the day, five days a week. So I think the impact is quite huge, to be honest. Whether that is on an academic level or an emotional social level, that teachers can have the power to be real game changers in children's lives.

I love being a teacher because there's always something different that happens each day. There's always a positive to come out of each day.
