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Sharyn Paspa: 
Lifelong learning for me is just so important. I mean, it's natural to be so curious for anyone, no matter what stage you are. So to be able to feed that through questions and answers and learning is just amazing. And that's why I'm here today as well. And I think that for children it's just fostering that and not being always dissatisfied with one answer.

I think a teacher can have a really, really good impact as long as it they what they're teaching in the way that they're teaching it is useful to the student and it's something that they can develop other skills from. So the content and the classroom knowledge is great, but how they work in collaboration with other students, how they develop their own personal skills, how they have different communication methods, it's all lifelong skills.

And these are the things that are so important, and I think that's something that a great teacher can have a huge impact on.[image: image3.png]
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
